Step 1: Clean Boot Shut Area

The area around the original tailgate seal may have a build up of dirt and grime. Clean this area with the alcohol wipe
provided.
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Step 2: Apply Additional Tailgate Seal

Apply the additional tailgate seal by starting in the center (below the third brake light) and working your way outwards
towards each tail light. Remove the 3M backing to expose the sticky back to the seal. Press firmly and apply all around
the edges of the boot shut until it is as pictured. The seal should come down to the bottom of the tail lights. If there is any
excess, cut this off with scissors or a Stanley knife.
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Step 3: Close Tailgate Firmly

Close the tailgate firmly a few times, this ensures that the seal is fitted in the correct position. Since the seal is brand new
it may not close on the first occasion, but once the seal starts to bed in it will close & get easier over time.
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
